Course schedule: Now that you’ve selected possible course sections, use the Course Time Block (Recitation) Schedule (available at http://www.washcoll.edu/about/first-year-programs-and-orientation/) to try out several different combinations of these courses, making sure that none are taught at times that overlap or conflict. Finally, remember that sometimes your first choice of courses is not available and you may need to modify your plan. Try not to be frustrated—since you are a first year student, you are registering after upper class students. You may not get your first choice for every course, but you will get a schedule of Fall 2013 courses that meets your needs as a first year student. For some closed courses, your faculty summer advisor can put you on an automated wait list. If someone drops the course later in the summer and you’re next on the wait list, you’ll automatically be registered for it and will get an email telling you that you have been registered for it.
